Devotion to others inspires
DeSimone bequest

osemarie DeSimone never had children, but that did not stop her from
building strong, abiding relationships with young people in her community.
For more than 40 years, she was a children’s librarian at various branches of
the Boston Public Library system and befriended dozens of young readers, whom
she remained close with long after they grew up and had children of their own.
Before she passed away in September 2006, DeSimone made plans to ensure she
would continue to touch the lives of others long after she was gone.
Moved by Dana-Farber’s long history of providing outstanding cancer care,
DeSimone instructed her attorney, Robert G. Wilson III, to give one-third of her

estate to Dana-Farber following her death, which has, thus far, translated into a gift
of $150,000.

Rosemarie DeSimone bequeathed one-third of her estate to Dana-Farber in hopes of extending and
improving the lives of cancer patients like Father Gerard Barry, with Susan Aikey, RN.

“I think she just loved the good work Dana-Farber does,” said Wilson.
“Rosemarie wanted to make sure people with cancer get the treatment they need.”

Designated as an unrestricted gift, DeSimone’s bequest grants DFCI the
freedom to advance its mission in a variety of ways as opportunities arise. This
kind of flexible funding is vital to Dana-Farber’s continued financial healch.

Elena O’Neil, co-executor of DeSimone’s estate, had many opportunities to
witness firsthand her friend’s generosity.

“She was such a kind, giving woman,” said O’Neil. “I've never known anyone
else like her.” m

oretta Ingersoll was renowned

for supporting many local

charities during her life spent in
Middletown, Conn. When she passed
away in 2007, Dana-Farber Cancer
Institute learned it was a beneficiary of
her estate, resulting in a gift of more
than $300,000 to support the Jimmy
Fund.

Ingersoll was involved in numerous
activities within her community,
including membership on the board
of the District Nurse Association, but
her biggest passion was helping others.

Loretta Ingersoll’s mission in life was helping
others, including the patients and caregivers at
Dana-Farber.

Many of the causes she championed
specifically benefited children because
she could not bear to see them suffer.

Because Ingersoll’s stepson and
three step grandchildren lived far away, she found it difficult to spend as much
time with them as she would have liked. However, she created other opportunities
to foster the lives of local children through YMCA Camp Ingersoll, which was
created in the early 1970s by her late husband, J. Phelps Ingersoll.

Two decades later, Ingersoll successfully started a shelter through the YMCA
that continues to help infants and children. She not only left a legacy through
the camp, but also in her bequest to Dana-Farber, which allows her philanthropic
spirit to live on through assistance to patients and caregivers at the Institute.

“Mrs. Ingersoll’s unrestricted gift to the Jimmy Fund sustains Dana-Farber’s
mission in numerous ways, improving the quality of life for patients—both young
and old,” said DFCI President and CEO Edward J. Benz Jr., MD.

ince 2002, Mark and Eileen
Epstein have contributed
to the Women’s Cancers
Program (WCP) at Dana-Farber,
and the couple’s most recent
gift of $100,000 continues the
momentum of their generosity.

Eileen Epstein, a member of the WCP Visiting Committee, is pleased that
as Dana-Farber continues to lead the way in breast cancer research, it is also
beginning to focus more attention on ovarian cancer, which is the cause of death
for more than 14,000 women in the U.S. each year.

“Breast cancer as an issue has always been in the forefront, whereas ovarian
cancer has traditionally taken a back seat,” she said. “Our goal is to contribute to
the eradication of all cancers—Tlet’s start with these two for now.”
